This scholarship is open to all students enrolled in the Deer Isle-Stonington public
school system.

Students must identify and meet criteria for admission to a summer program that
has clear academic/educational value.  Examples include music/theatre/dance
camps, science programs, summer school at academic institutions, and
internships with community service organizations. One or two scholarships are
awarded every year.  Prior recipients may not reapply.

Applications are available from the Island Education Foundation, which
administers the program, and from school counselor’s offices. Applications
deadline is May 1.
